Hart County Water & Sewer Utility Authority

Board of Directors Meeting July 19, 2010

The Hart County Water and Sewer Utility Authority met July 19, 2010 in the Hart County Cooperative Extension Service Building.  Chairman Wade Carlton called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm with Vice-Chairman Michael Partlow, member Hugh Holland, Director Pat Goran, Legal Counsel Walter Gordon, and Secretary/Treasurer Kathy Breffle present.  Also present was Hart County resident Jerry Cannady.  Mike MacNabb was absent.
Approval of agenda
Mr. Partlow made a motion to approve the agenda as mailed and Mr. Holland seconded it.  The motion passed 3-0.  

Approval of June 21st regular meeting minutes

Mr. Holland made a motion to accept the minutes as mailed and Mr. Partlow seconded it.  The motion passed 3-0.  

Financial report 
Mr. Goran presented the financial reports.  Mr. Haley arrived during this discussion.

Old business

Southwestern system expansion project 
Mr. Goran reported that this project should finish around Labor Day with currently 5 residential customers and 2 commercial customers.  Mr. Goran reported that he had spoken to Mr. Jerry Rice regarding his wanting water service available at his poultry houses approximately 1100’ beyond the end of the current water line at Rose Acres Farms, and that the cost to extend the line would be around $12,000.  He explained that Mr. Rice wanted the 1-1/2” water meter as a back- up supply instead of an additional well and that he agreed to pay for the larger tap and the monthly minimum of $55.00.  The Board directed Mr. Goran to propose that Mr. Rice pay for half the cost of the extension and that his cost would be reimbursed without interest once HCWSUA extended the 8” line to the proposed new water tank.
Rocky Ford - Parkertown project

Mr. Goran updated the Board that this project was progressing with the contractor beginning to fill the lines, pressure-test them and obtain the required bacteriological samples.  He also informed the Board that he is still waiting on the additional easement from the Corps of Engineers.  

Airline area water tank / connector project 
Mr. Goran reported that EMI was beginning their field work on this project.

Water service delivery discussions 

Mr. Goran reported that Russ Brink and Zack Bryan of EMI and he had done some flow testing and that he was still waiting on the results from EMI regarding this, noting that there were some discrepancies between the testing results and what the hydraulic model predicted.  He also informed the Board that Hartwell City Manager David Aldrich and he have been communicating regarding meeting to discuss the service delivery agreement.  He is currently waiting on correspondence from Mr. Aldrich regarding some possible dates for the meeting.  

SPLOST IV 

Mr. Goran informed the Board he had sent a letter to Hart County Administrator Jon Caime asking for the same amount of SPLOST IV as HCWSUA received in SPLOST III and that he further requested that HCWSUA receive its share of the monies as Hart County receives them.  Mr. Gordon informed the Board that the Hart County Board of Commissioners is moving forward assuming an intergovernmental agreement is reached between Hart County and the cities of Bowersville, Canon, Hartwell and Royston.
New business 

Discussion of tapping fees, water rates, fiscal year 2011 operating budget 
Mr. Goran explained some history of the rate structure and that Mrs. Breffle would be beginning work on the FY11 budget.  He asked the Board to make any suggestions, or direct any questions, to Mrs. Breffle or him this month.
Public comments
Mr. Cannady commented regarding tap fees.

Director’s comments  

Mr. Goran informed the Board that the next round of CDBG grants were due April, 2011 and asked for any suggestions of areas that might fit this grant’s criteria.

Mr. Goran informed the Board that Oak Bower Baptist Church on Old 29 had contacted him regarding the water line on Old 29.  The church is constructing a new building on their property and wants to lower the grade from the new building to the street including the right of way.  That means the waterline, which is in the right of way, would have to be lowered or relocated closer to the road, and Mr. Goran estimated that it would cost approximately $7500 to do so.  After some discussion regarding options, the Board suggested that the church pay for the necessary movement of the water line in the county right of way.

Mr. Holland made a comment regarding agenda items for the August meeting.
