Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:06 PM by Steve Wehunt, Chairman.  
Approval of Minutes

A motion to approve the minutes of the August 8 and August 26 called meetings was made by Anthony Lee.  A second was provided by Steven Wilson.  The motion carried 4-0.

Department Report

A.  Lawanda presented the Board with a copy of the FY09 budget.  Lawanda informed the Board that the Rec. Dept. has to cut $30,623 from the budget in addition to removing the Part-time position.  The Board reviewed several options to reach the amount, including additional revenues.

B.  After discussion, the Board agreed to take time to review the information and call Lawanda with any recommendations or an additional called meeting.  The Board requested that Lawanda find out when is the deadline for the recommendations to Jon and the BOC.  Anthony Lee then left the meeting for a family emergency.

C.  Lawanda informed the Board that the 8u Tar Heels had requested adding additional players because there roster had gotten to 12 players.  The Board voted 3-0 to deny the request.  The motion was made by Sayer and a second provided by Wehunt.

D.  Lawanda informed the Board that the Outlaws softball team had to remove two players for conduct issues and asked if they could replace them because it would leave them with nine players.  Lawanda informed the Board that the rule is “once a roster has been turned in, there will be no additions,” and “a team can play with nine players.  The tenth spot is an automatic out.”     
E.  The Board voted 3-0 to deny the request.  The motion was provided by Wilson with a second provided by Wehunt.
F.  Lawanda requested direction from the Board for a rental request to host a football tournament at the Rec. Dept.  Lawanda informed the Board that she was concerned about the liability of a possibly large tournament and especially because it would be youth.  The Board directed Lawanda to contact County Attorney, Walter Gordon and ask if the standard rental form is sufficient.

Adjournment

Motion to adjourn was provided by Wilson with a second by Sayer.  Vote passed 3-0.  The meeting adjourned.
