
Hart County Board of Commissioners

June 24th, 2008

The Hart County Board of Commissioners met June 24th, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer 

Prayer was offered by Commissioner Mize. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call To Order 

Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Oglesby welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows:

Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)

· 6/10/08 Regular Meeting 

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the minutes of the meeting held June 10th, 2008. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 

· Public Defender Joel Shriver FY09 Budget Request 

Public Defender Shriver requested a 6.7% increase over the FY08 budget increasing Hart County’s pro rata share to $58,416. 

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the budget request and the Indigent Defense Agreement effective July 1st, 2008 through June 30th, 2009. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
County Attorney Walter Gordon did not have anything to report. 

8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

· Rec Director Lawanda Curry Update on Recreation Parks 

Ms. Curry reported that recreation staff is diligently working at the new complex; thanked US Lawns for interim use of their tractor; major equipment has been delivered; portable mounds have been delivered; bleachers and picnic tables have been ordered; working with a local company to come up with a design for the entrance way signs; discussing use of the community room with the Probate Court for early voting two weeks prior to the election. She announced that football registration begins July 1st through July 8th. 

Chairman Oglesby thanked Ms. Curry for her report. Commissioner Dorsey noted that the recreation staff is making progress on the new fields. 

9. County Administrator’s Report 
County Administrator Jon Caime reported that the tourism meeting has been scheduled for August 7th, 2008 at 5:30 p.m. at the Literacy Center. 

He reported that he received notice from the DOT that the 2008 LARP program has been approved for the section of Adams Town Road from Lou Gurley to Lankford Road, remaining section of Hickory Crossing Road from Hodges Mill to Elberton Road and Walters Road from Rock Springs Road to Griffin Road. 

10. Chairman’s Report  

Chairman Oglesby did not have anything to report. 

11. Commissioners’ Reports 

Commissioners District #2, #3 and #4 did not have anything to report. 

Commissioner Dorsey reported that he has been researching property information on the website and determined that there are a number of deceased individuals that are receiving homestead exemption; some dock able lake values remain undervalued at $30,000 or less; errors and omissions for 2006 $904,952; 2007 $176,896 which results in a loss of revenue for the county, school system and the state that will never be recovered. He voiced his concern with paying $1 million for a county wide reval to fix the values. However, if the property records are not maintained the county will be right back where we are now.

b) Library Board Appointments (Three) (terms expire June 30, 2012)
Chairman Oglesby moved to appoint Ann Roedler to serve a four year term on the Library Board. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
Commissioner Reyen moved to appoint Morene Sokol to serve a four year term on the Library Board. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to appoint Meridy Wright to serve a four year term on the Library Board. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Chairman Oglesby moved to present Gary Devoe and Nancy Grizzle with a plaque for their service on the Library Board. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

       c)  Rec Ad Board Appointment (term expire December 31st, 2009)
Commissioner Reyen moved to appoint Michael Anderson Sr. to serve on the remaining two year term on the Rec Advisory Board. Commission Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

      d)  Recreation By Laws

Commissioner Dorsey moved to provide training to department heads, boards/authorities legal requirements under Georgia’s Open Meetings and Open Records Laws. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
Commissioner Reyen moved to adopt the amendments to the Recreation By Laws. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.  

14. New Business 

a) LARP List for 2009 

Each BOC member is to give Public Works Director Jon Caime a list of county roads in their district for consideration of the LARP 2009 program. 

15. Public Comment 

None

16. Executive Session – Potential Litigation, Real Estate 

Commissioner Reyen moved to exit into Executive Session to discuss Potential Litigation and Real Estate matters as allowed by Georgia Law. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

The Board met in brief Executive Session with Economic Developer Dwyane Dye and Doug Cleveland of the Hart County Industrial Building Authority for discussion of a real estate matter. The Board also heard from the County Attorney regarding a legal matter. 

After a brief discussion, the Board approved the Executive Session affidavit. With no further action taken during Executive Session, Commissioner Reyen moved to exit and reconvene the regular meeting. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Following the recommendation of Dwayne Dye, Commissioner Reyen moved to authorize the Chairman to sign letters to the DCA requesting that funds in the Revolving Loan Fund be re-loaned at a rate of 3% to qualifying industries to spur the creation and retention of jobs in Hart County, and that an additional one-half percent be added to cover the servicing fee of GMRDEC. Also, Commissioner Reyen moved to unanimously approve the extension of a limited five year phased-in ad valorem tax to two new potential industries contingent on local investment and job creation. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motions. The motions carried 5-0. 

The Board reviewed a document from the District Attorney of Walton County which verified that the charges against Sarabjeet Kaur had been nolle pros’d (dismissed) due to the state’s inability to prove the charges. Based upon that evidence, and upon the recommendation of the County Attorney, Commissioner Reyen moved to rescind the Board’s action of February 12th, 2008 denying Ms. Kaur’s application to renew the beer and wine licenses of Royal Food Stores #3 and #5. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The unanimous rescission of the February vote effectively renews the licenses for these two stores for the calendar year 2008, and the county clerk shall inform the applicant. 
17. Adjournment 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
