The Hart County Board of Commissioners met March 27th, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer 

Prayer was offered by Rev. Lee Smith of The Way Church of Hartwell Inc. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Oglesby welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to amend and approve the agenda as follows:

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the meetings held March 8th, March 13th and March 16th, 2007. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

County Attorney Walter Gordon announced the county closed on a 14 acre tract of land. He congratulated the BOC for planning for the future growth of the county offices. 
9. County Administrator's Report 

County Administrator Jon Caime did not have anything to report. 

10. Chairman's Report 

Chairman Oglesby reported that the auditor has completed the FY06 audit and the results were favorable. 

11. Commissioners' Reports 

Commissioner Reyen requested the Harris and Linne' tax refund requests be placed on the next meeting agenda. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to allow the Golden K to dispose of construction debris from the volunteer ramp construction projects for the handicap to be disposed of at the transfer station at no cost to them. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
Commissioner Reyen noted that according to an article in the Athens Banner Herald Jackson County is investigating the District Attorney's office for possible misuse of Victim Assistance funding. 

Commissioner Reyen requested Harmony House issue be placed on the next meeting agenda for discussion. 

Commissioner Mize commented on the maintenance of the courthouse lawn.

Commissioner Dorsey noted the results of the 2006 audit. He requested scheduling meetings with Department Heads to discuss the balance of the budgets for 2007 and begin the 2008 budget process early. 

Commissioner Dorsey responded to several letters to the editor of The Hartwell Sun regarding the revaluation process. He noted that the DOR audit team suggested the #1 issue is updating the mapping system in the Tax Assessors' office.
Commissioner Dorsey requested the County Administrator research a scrap tire amnesty day at the Transfer Station to deter dumping tires illegally.

13. Old Business 

a) Variance Request for Trees Planted in ROW on Methodist Park Road Subdivision 
Chairman Oglesby clarified that the trees planted in the ROW are at The Cabins subdivision at Elrod Ferry Landing. 
Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to deny the variance request. The motion died from a lack of a second. 

Commissioner Brown entertained a motion to remove the evergreen trees from the right of way before the county will consider accepting the road into the county road inventory. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

b) EMS Substation 
Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to proceed with the concept to place a temporary substation at Airline School. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. 
Commissioner Reyen noted that the temporary substation will consist of a mobile unit, metal structure to house an ambulance and hiring two additional staff members. 
Chairman Oglesby called for the vote. The motion carried 5-0. 

c) MPRF MOU Discussion 

County Administrator Caime reported that according to the DNR most of the cost to construct the fishing components of the Vanna Waller Road facility will be covered with the PCP's settlement money. 

Jason O'Costa voiced his concern that the DNR needs a firm commitment from the county and city of their support to maintain and operate the facility once it is built. 

John Howard noted that DNR needs stronger commitment from the county and city; a detail of who will control the O&M, site that was selected, and the process used to select the site. He also noted that DNR will contribute $900,000 for the construction of ramps, most amenities and the parking lot.

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to approve the MOU draft and contribute $15,000 annually for the O&M and event costs of the MPRF. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-1 (Commissioner Brown opposed). 
14. New Business
a) Juniper Court Independent Elderly Living Center - Letter of Support

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to adopt the resolution of support for the Juniper Court project. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

b) County Government Campus Proposal - Jon Caime 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve funding to proceed with the design of the county government campus. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

c) Request for Caution Light from DOT at Nancy Hart Rd & Smith McGee Highway 

Commissioner Brown entertained a motion to approve the request from the DOT for a caution light and rumble strips at the intersection of Nancy Hart School Road and Smith McGee Highway. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Pete Nagele commented on the BOA mapping and  revaluation.

16. Executive Session - Real Estate 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to exit into Executive Session to discuss real estate matters as allowed by O.C.G.A. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
