The Hart County Board of Commissioners met April 22, 2014 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 
Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Frankie Teasley, Jimmy Carey and William Myers in attendance. 
1. Prayer
Prayer was offered by Rev. Brad Goss. 
2. Pledge of Allegiance 
Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 
3. Call to Order
Chairman Dorsey called the meeting to order. 
4. Welcome 
Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance. 
5. Approve Agenda 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the meeting agenda. Commissioner Carey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)

Commissioner Myers moved to approve the minutes of the April 8, 2014 meeting. Commissioner Carey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 
· Andrew LaRocco – Wellness Initiative 
Insurance Broker Andrew LaRocco gave an introductory to a workplace wellness plan in order to control long term health costs. The program is proposed to begin June 1, 2014 and will be divided into three major components. 1. Wellness newsletters to employees, 2. Employees completion of Health Risk Assessment and 3.
